GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1. Definitions

The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

1.1. “Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the
receipt of bids.

1.2. “Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the
supplier, as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments

and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

1.3. “Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full
and proper performance of his contractual obligations.

1.4. “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value
to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract
execution.

1.5. "Countervailing duties" are imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized
by its government and encouraged to market its products internationally.

1.6. “Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown or produced or
from which the services are supplied. Goods are produced when, through
manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of components, a
commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic

characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.

1.7. “‘Day” means calendar day.
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1.8. “Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.

1.9. “Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

1.10. “Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the
specified store or depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the
contract or order, the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies
are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

1.11. "Dumping" occurs when a private enterprise abroad market its goods on own initiative in
the RSA at lower prices than that of the country of origin and which have the potential to

harm the local industries in the RSA.

1.12. "Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the
supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not
restricted to, acts of the purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires,
floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

1.13. “Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a
procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of any bidder, and
includes collusive practice among bidders prior to or after bid submission) designed to
establish bid prices at artif icial non-competitive levels and to deprive the bidder of the

benefits of free and open competition.

1.14. “GCC” mean the General Conditions of Contract.

1.15. “Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials that the supplier
is required to supply to the purchaser under the contract.

1.16. “Imported content” means that portion of the bidding price represented by the cost of
components, parts or materials which have been or are still to be imported (whether by
the supplier or his subcontractors) and which costs are inclusive of the costs abroad,
plus freight and other direct importation costs such as landing costs, dock dues, import

duty, sales duty or other similar tax or duty at the South African place of entry as well as
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transportation and handling charges to the factory in the Republic where the supplies

1.17. “Local content” means that portion of the bidding price which is not included in the

imported content provided that local manufacture does take place.

1.21. “Purchaser’” means the organization purchasing the goods.

1.23. “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

1.24. “Services” means those functional services ancillary to the supply of the goods, such as
transportation and any other incidental services, such as installation, commissioning,
provision of technical assistance, training, catering, gardening, sec urity, maintenance

and other such obligations of the supplier covered under the contract.

1.25. “Written” or “in writing” means handwritten in ink or any form of electronic or mechanical

writing.

2. Application
2.1. These general conditions are applicable to all bids, contracts and orders including bids
for functional and professional services, sales, hiring, letting and the granting or
acquiring of rights, but excluding immovable property, unless otherwise indicated in the

bidding documents.
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2.2. Where applicable, special conditions of contract are also laid down to cover specific

supplies, services or works.

2.3. Where such special conditions of contract are in conflict with these general conditions,

the special conditions shall apply.

Use of contract documents and information; inspection.

5.1. The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the
contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample,
or information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any
person other than a person employed by the supplier in the performance of the contract.
Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend

Should the supplier fail to
provide the substitute supplies forthwith, the purchaser may, without giving the supplier
further opportunity to substitute the rejected supplies, purchase such supplies as may

13.2. Prices charged by the supplier for incidental services, if not included in the contract price
for the goods, shall be agreed upon in advance by the parties and shall not exceed the

prevailing rates charged to other parties by the supplier for similar services.

14. Spare parts
14.1. As specified in SCC, the supplier may be required to provide any or all of the following
materials, notifications, and information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or
distributed by the supplier:

@ Such spare parts as the purchaser may elect to purchase from the supplier, provided
that this election shall not relieve the supplier of any warranty obligations under the
contract; and

(b) In the event of termination of production of the spare parts:

i. Advance notification to the purchaser of the pending termination, in sufficient time to
permit the purchaser to procure needed requirements; and
i. Following such termination, furnishing at no cost to the purchaser, the blueprints,

drawings, and specifications of the spare parts, if requested.

15. Warranty
15.1. The supplier warrants that the goods supplied under the contract are new, unused, of

the most recent or current models and those they incorporate all recent improvements

in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the contract. The supplier further
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warrants that all goods supplied under this contract shall have no defect, arising from
design, materials, or workmanship (except when the design and/or material is required
by the purchaser’s specifications) or from any act or omission of the supplier, that may
develop under normal use of the supplied goods in the conditions prevailing in the

country of final destination.

15.2. This warranty shall remain valid for twelve (12) months after the goods, or any portion
thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the final destination
indicated in the contract, or for eighteen (18) months after the date of shipment from the
port or place of loading in the source country, whichever period concludes earlier, unless

specified otherwise in SCC.

15.3. The purchaser shall promptly notify the supplier in writing of any claims arising under

this warranty.

15.4. Upon receipt of such notice, the supplier shall, within the period specified in SCC and
with all reasonable speed, repair or replace the defective goods or parts thereof, without
costs to the purchaser.

15.5. If the supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s) within the period
specified in SCC, the purchaser may proceed to take such remedial actions as may be
necessary, at the supplier’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights

which the purchaser may have against the supplier under the contract.

16. Payment
16.1. The method and conditions of payment to be made to the supplier under this contract
shall be specified in the SCC.

16.2. The supplier shall furnish the purchaser with an invoice accompanied by a copy of the
delivery note and upon fulfilment of other obligations stipulated in the contract.

16.3. Payments shall be made promptly by the purchaser, but in no case later than thirty (30)

days after submission of an invoice or claim by the supplier.

23.5. Any restriction imposed on any person by the Accounting Officer / Authority will, at the
discretion of the Accounting Officer / Authority, also be applicable to any other enterprise
or any partner, manager, director or other person who wholly or partly exercises or
exercised or may exercise control over the enterprise of the first-mentioned person, and
with which enterprise or person the first-mentioned person, is or was in the opinion of

the Accounting Officer / Authority actively associated.
